Female sexual dissidence in postwar L.A. A case study. Ruben Pallol Trigueros, Departamento de
Historia Moderna e Historia Contemporanea, Universidad Complutense de Madrid

The paper proposed will present a case study of a woman who arrived in L.A. in 1949 and
developed a non-normative sexual life, as she consigned in her diary. Her thoughts, experiences,
and descriptions for three years offer a counter-narrative of the moral values as they were
presented by the hegemonic discourse and a sample of the agency that a young woman could
enjoy in her sexual behavior when living in a big city like L.A. During three years the author of
this diary experimented with different boundaries fixed in the patriarchal system of moral values
such as the differences between accepted sexual intercourse and prostitution or between romantic
love and sexual desire or the limits imposed by raced-based sexual taboos. Besides the analysis of
this woman's thoughts and accounts, it will be offered an interpretation of how the modern
urban context created the opportunities for this kind of transgression, as well as how authorities
tried to persecute such deviances.

Lavender Scare Italian Style: Sting Operations, Media Panic, and Outrageous Provocations. Alessio
Ponzio, Department of History, University of Saskatchewan

The 1950s in Italy were years characterized by a particular obsession in the regulation of
sexualities. The country, after years of Fascist dictatorship, was in the hands of a Christian
Democratic government committed — with the silent support of the Catholic Church — to carry
out a moralization battle against female prostitution and male homosexuality. Also, the most
important opposition party — the Communist Party — advocated for a patriarchal and
heteronormative society. While the Parliament was discussing a reform of the law regulating
female prostitution, media became obsessed with homosexual scandals and murders. The dreaded
closure of state regulated brothels, this was the claim, would push many young men into the arms
of dangerous homosexuals. In our seminar I will focus my attention on the early 1950s. I will
discuss the implementation of police actions aimed at regulating deviant sexualities, and I will
talk about the anti-homosexual media campaign designed to protect the Italian youths. The
moral panic (perhaps fostered by the American Lavender Scare) culminated with a provocation
put forth by one parliamentarian and one journalist: the confinement of homosexuals in camps.

Emma Sundkvist, Phd-student in Human Rights Studies, presents her thesis project on the
women's rights movement in post-revolutionary Egypt. Commentator: Maria Smaberg.

Ten years after the revolution in Egypt, Emma Sundkvist presents a pre-defence version of her
Phd-project "Human rights as law, language, and space making. Women's rights movement in
post-revolutionary Egypt". Commentator: Maria Smaberg. Supervisors: Lena Halldenius and
Linde Lindkvist.

The thesis is a study of the women’s rights movement and the practice and mode of activism
women’s rights activists pursued over the years following the revolution in Egypt. Based on her
field work in Cairo, Sundkvist uses the concept of women’s rights movement to refer to the wide
range of activists, groups and initiatives that, in various constellations and through different
methods, addressed women’s rights during what people thought was a transition towards
democracy. The concepts of human rights and women’s movement, respectively, are loaded with
connotations that, on the one hand, define them and, on the other, risk creating strict categories
of complex phenomena and dynamic realities. Guiding this thesis is the multiple role and
functions of human rights in the activism that is in focus here, which presumes a recognition of
human rights’ potential to transform society on other levels than formal politics and law.
Women’s rights movement analytically refers to activism striving towards improving women’s
conditions legally, politically and socially, within and beyond institutional frames.

Seeding Change for a Human Rights Economy: Towards a New Social Contract

7 October 2021 13:00 to 15:00 | Lecture/talk

Open lecture with Dr. Jyoti Sanghera, Senior Advisor/Consultant, Surge Initiative, UN Office of
the High Commissioner for Human Rights.

Abstract

This talk by Dr. Jyoti Sanghera will focus on the two-year experience of the Surge Initiative of
the UN Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights that has recently entered into a
partnership with the Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights at the University of Lund.
The aim of the Surge initiative is to connect human rights with macroeconomic analysis and
policies with the objective of realizing economic, social and cultural rights (ESCR) and the
Sustainable Development Goals for all, without discrimination. The shift underscored in this
analysis is to explore the human rights pathways to a new social contract by centering a human
rights economy.
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The talk will discuss the lessons learnt from the Surge’s seeding change country projects to
highlight the strengths, opportunities and challenges in engaging with contextualised
macroeconomic policies to advance human rights, especially of the groups most left behind
during the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, through increased investments in social spending,
including for the right to health, food and social protection. Issues of inequality,
multidimensional poverty, and the cost of structural discrimination will be some of the framing
elements of the discussion in this panel. Dr. Sanghera will draw on examples from the Asian
region, as relevant.

The COVID-19 multi-layered crisis has seriously impacted lives and livelihoods. It has placed
severe strains on all economies and curtailed the ability of Governments to collect revenues,
resulting in major challenges to keep people afloat. The obstacles to mobilise resources for social
spending in the short and longer term are numerous, especially in low- and middle-income
countries. Under international human rights law, States are duty-bound to guarantee the
minimum essential levels of the enjoyment of the rights to health, social protection, nutrition and
food, water and sanitation, housing, and education for all people, even in times of crisis. All
States, even developing countries with inadequate resources, are required to mobilise maximum
available resources for the progressive realization of these rights, including by introducing targeted
programmes to assist those most in need.

The Surge Initiative has looked at how debt, revenues, budgets and corruption have restricted
fiscal space to provide for social spending on key ESC rights. By historicising social phenomena,
the discussion will focus on conceptual clarity, relevant approaches, and the interconnectedness of
key socio-economic and environmental phenomena with the aim of interrogating the current
economic and development paradigm which centres the market rather than the human person.
The talk will examine the elements of an alternative model that aims to forge a new social
contract between duty bearers and rights holders - one which works for the people.

Bio

Dr. Jyoti Sanghera is the Senior Adviser on Outreach and Partnerships for the Surge Initiative of
the United Nations Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights. This Project is
currently in partnership with the Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights and
Humanitarian Law at the University of Lund, Sweden.

Until February 2021, Dr. Sanghera served as the Chief of Section of the Human Rights and
Social and Economic Issues at the UN Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights
(OHCHR) in Geneva, in which capacity she was one of the two Initiating co-chairs of
OHCHR’s Surge Initiative which started in August 2019.

Previous to that, she was the Chief of the Asia Pacific Section at the United Nations Office of the
High Commissioner for Human Rights in Geneva, Head of Office of OHCHR in Nepal and
also as the Senior Human Rights Adviser in Sri Lanka.

Dr. Jyoti Sanghera has worked on human rights, especially Economic, Social and Cultural rights
and protection issues of women, migrants and other discriminated groups in conflict and post
conflict situations for the past three decades in various capacities, including with key NGOs in
North America and Asia. Prior to joining the UN Dr. Sanghera taught at the University of
British Columbia and at the Department of Gender Studies at the University of Victoria in
Canada. Dr. Jyoti Sanghera has a Ph.D from the University of California, Berkeley, USA, and a
M.A in Women Studies and International Development from the Institute for Social Studies, the



Hague in The Netherlands. She also has an M.A in History from the Jawaharlal Nehru
University in New Delhi, India.

A talk with Jian Yi, filmmaker, activist and founder of the Good Food Fund.

Jian Yi is a filmmaker and activist. He has a MA in International Peace Studies and a MA in
International Journalism. In 2009 he established IFChina, an initiative engaging ordinary citizens
and collecting and documentary social memory. Roughly ten years ago, Jian Yi learned about the
impact of the meat industry on the environment and decided to do something. His film What's
for Dinner examined the rapidly increasing consumption of animal-based foods in China that
mirrors the country’s rapid economic growth.
