Kursens mal och uppléagg

| kursen studeras saval svensk som internationell forskning inom historievetenskaperna utifran
fragor relaterade till metod- och teorival. Forstaelsen for forskningsprocessen studeras med ut-
gangspunkt fran hur metod och tolkningsperspektiv hanger ihop med vetenskapsteoretisk posit-
ion och med forskarens kunskapssyn och teoretiska preferenser. En central fraga &r vilka grund-
antaganden om hur kunskap skapas som finns implicit i metodval och i tolkningsperspektiv. Kur-
sen ger ocksa en oversikt 6ver de teorier och metoder som anvands i historisk och idéhistorisk
forskning och forbereder studenterna pa att vélja metodiska ingangar till det egna uppsatsarbetet.

Undervisning och examination

Undervisningen sker i form av diskussioner av lasta texter pa seminarier. Deltagande i dessa ar
obligatoriskt. Examinationen sker genom aktivt deltagande, genom skriftliga inlamningsuppgifter
samt en hemtenta i form av en essd. Uppgiften ar att med utgangspunkt fran de behandlade tex-
terna - minst tva fran varje seminarium samt en fritt vald monografi — redogora for och resonera
kring metodologi och teoretiska perspektiv, historiesyn och vetenskapsuppfattning samt ideolo-
giska, politiska och etiska aspekter i de historiska vetenskaperna. Essén bor omfatta runt 10 sidor
(dock max 15) med 12 punkter, radavstand 1,5; anvands enkelt radavstand blir sidantalet mindre.
